Disabilities Policy

The College shall ensure that the provisions of any and all public services are administered in compliance with all state
and federal laws. The College shall provide reasonable accommodations except where such accommodations would result
in a fundamental alteration in the nature of the College’s services, programs or activities, impose an undue financial and
administrative burden or may impose a threat to the health and safety of others.

Consensual Relationships Policy

Consensual romantic or dating relationships create an apparent or actual conflict of interest if one of the parties has the
responsibility for supervision, evaluating or directing the other or has the power to influence the other person’s
educational or employment status. Therefore:

1. No employee may report functionally or administratively to a person to whom he/she is engaged in a consensual dating
or romantic relationship; and

2. No instructor may teach or evaluate a person to whom he/she is engaged in a consensual dating or romantic
relationship.

Supervision or Teaching of Relatives Policy
To avoid any actual or apparent conflict of interest:

1. No employee may report functionally or administratively to a relative.
2. No instructor may teach or evaluate a relative.

Campus Demonstrations or Gatherings Policy
